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The founder of Usa region, Usatsuhiko-no-mikoto and Usatsuhime-no-mikoto built this shrine.

They welcomed the first Japanese Emperor Jinmu and his party who stopped by when they were making
the eastern expedition. The famous writer, Seicho Matsumoto, came this place and wrote the novel
“Rikukou-Suikou”.
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A pair of Nio statues are standing in Nankoji-temple.

They are the second oldest Buddhist statures in Oita prefecture and it s prefecturally designated tangible
cultural property. They were restored in 2019 by the effort of community residents. Temple gate was also
rebuilt.
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This shop sells Ajimu local vegetables and grape ice-cream that tastes rich and fresh,
made from local grape. You should try the dish made from soft-shelled turtle at restaurant there.
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
